MBC Statement of Faith

1. We believe in the verbal plenary inspiration of the Holy Scriptures (66 books) as originally given by
God; they are divinely inspired, inerrant and infallible; totally trustworthy in all that they affirm, and
they constitute the supreme standard by which all human conduct, creeds and religious opinions are
to be measured (2 Timothy 3:16; 2 Peter 1:21).

2. There is one true God, eternally existent in three persons—Father, Son and Holy Spirit—each of
whom is an uncreated person, and who are one in essence, equal in power and glory, and limitless in
knowledge and power. (Deuteronomy 6:4; Matthew 28:19).
